First edition, issue with the later watermarks 
dated ���� , of this beautifully illustrated 
treatise on the Lepidoptera and associated 
flora of the American South. It is the first 
work devoted to American lepidoptera. The 
text is in English as well as in French. John 
Abbot, born in London in ��
� , became a 
professional natural history collector and 
illustrator, supplying specimens and paint-
ings to many of the famous cabinets in Great 
Britain. He emigrated to Virginia in ���	 , 
and later settled in Georgia, where he took 
part in the Revolution. Although he executed 
several thousand watercolour drawings of the 
American flora and fauna, this is his only 
published work. It was prepared by James 
Smith, president of the Linnean Society, 
who verified the species and added his own 

notes. In his preface he remarks how this is the first treatise on the entomology of North 
America. In preparing Abbot•s notes and checking identifications, he had recourse to 
several collections containing specimens and illustrations supplied by Abbot, including 
that of Sir Joseph Banks.

The plates are some of the finest ever made of butterflies and moths, and are notable 
for including all the stages of metamorphosis, along with the food plants of the species. 
They were engraved by J. Harris from Abbot•s original drawings. Most copies of this 
work are of the �� th century issue, with watermarks as late as ���� . A fine copy.

First editions throughout of the complete Opera of Aldrovandi, a massive encyclopaedia 
of the natural world based upon the specimens and drawings of natural history objects 
in Aldrovandi•s museum in Bologna, the first true natural history museum. This is the 
largest assembly of natural history illustrations to be published before the eighteenth 
century. Many of the illustrations were the work of the outstanding artist Jacopo 
Ligozzi, and the originals are still to be found in Bologna, and have recently been made 
available online.

Aldrovandi (�
�� -���
 ), the great Bolognan naturalist, was inspired to study natural his-
tory by meeting Guillaume Rondelet in Rome, where Aldrovandi was obliged to go to 
defend himself against charges of heresy. •Rondelet was then gathering material for his 
work on fishes. Aldrovandi, who accompanied the French physician to fish markets in 
order to study the various species, finally decided to study natural history, and began 
collecting specimens for his own museum. He was the creator and first director of the 
botanic gardens of the University of Bologna, in which was placed his library and natu-
ral history museum, one of the earliest of its kind. He is credited with having •formed 
one of the first herbaria as we know them today. His was an outstanding zoological and 
botanical intelligence, and it was unfortunate that he died before much of his work was 
published• (Hunt catalogue).

•Although Aldrovandi is not identified with any revolutionary discoveries, his work as a 
teacher and as the author of volumes that constitute an irreplaceable cultural patrimony 
earns him a place among the fathers of modern science. Perhaps most importantly, he 
was among the first to attempt to free the natural sciences from the stifling influence of 
the authority of textbooks, for which he substituted, as far as possible, direct study and 
observation of the animal, vegetable, and mineral worlds• (DSB).

The first three volumes are devoted to birds, and are notable for containing the first 
illustrations of many species, especially tropical birds such as the toucan and bird of par-
adise. The fourth volume is devoted to two-horned quadrupeds and the fifth to •solid-
hooved• quadrupeds, such as horses, zebras, elephants, centaurs, etc. and features several 
fine woodcuts, many from drawings by Jacopo Ligozzi. Included among the illustrations 
are cuts of a unicorn horn and a remarkable one of petrified elephant•s catarrh. The 
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sixth volume is on •fingered• quadrupeds, such as dogs and cats, rodents, bears, etc. The 
seventh volume is on serpents and dragons, the eighth on fishes and cetaceans, and the 
ninth on insects. The tenth volume, on molluscs, crustacea, and zoophytes, one of the 
earliest works devoted almost entirely to shells. This was the largest assembly of concho-
logical illustrations and descriptions to date.

The eleventh volume is the Musaeum metallicum, a great illustrated catalogue of the 
•metals• of Aldrovandi•s museum, i.e. fossils, shells, minerals and crystals, ethnographic 
stone objects and utensils, lamps, antique vases and marble busts, terra sigillata, kidney 
stones, or any other object with the properties of •stoniness•.

The twelfth volume is on trees and shrubs and their fruits and seeds, based on 
Aldrovandi•s herbarium, which •was made for the collections of the public Museum 
rerum naturalium of Bologna, the first institutional herbarium: ��  folio volumes, � ,	��  
sheets, with ca. ����  plants stuck on the sheets... The Aldrovandi herbarium is the big-
gest of the sixteenth century herbaria and gives the most complete picture of the plant 

� Aldrovandi
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world as known at the time in Italy... Aldrovandi also sent herbarium specimens to 
Mattioli• (Stafleu and Cowan, Taxonomic literature ed. � , pp. �� -� ).

The final volume is an encyclopaedic study of monsters and monstrosities, the first 
treatise on teratology (although published more than ��  years after it was written) and 
the greatest illustrated work on the subject of the seventeenth century. The •monsters• 
illustrated and described include human, animal, and botanical deformities, as well as 
celestial prodigies (comets, aurorae, etc.). There is a section on fetal development and 
deformity and a series of inter-uterine illustrations of difficult presentations. There is 
also a section on monsters of mythology and antiquity, including a series of illustrations 
of Egyptian objects depicting various animal-headed deities.

This final volume contains an appendix, the Paralipomena, by Bartolomei Ambrosini, 
Aldrovandi•s successor as director of the Bologna botanic gardens, is a supplement to the 
previous volumes, containing ���  illustrations of animals omitted in them.

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A very fine large and uncut set of the first edition of this showcase of exotic species, 
which made a contribution of lasting importance to the literature of botany and horti-
culture by providing records and means of identification of a great diversity of beautiful 
and interesting plants, many of them new to science (Hunt catalogue). A large number 
of the plants depicted and described are from Australia and South Africa (among the 
latter ��  proteas and ��  ixias). The text was written by John Kennedy, Adrian Haworth 
and George Jackson.

Unusually, this copy has the printed title for volume one, along with the engraved titles 
for all volumes (the engraved title is transcribed above). Normally the letterpress titles 
were discarded by binders. The wording on the printed title is different and more exten-
sive; see Stafleu. Each plate is accompanied by a leaf of letterpress text and each volume 
has an index leaf; in addition, volume one has a leaf of preface and errata, volume five

A very interesting document in which Marie Jean Baudet-Lafarge, the author of �  small 
works on the coleoptera of the Puy de Dôme (see above), describes his large collection of 
Coleoptera. The first �  volumes describe in detail the coleoptera in his collection, giving 
the size, followed by a very detailed and elaborate description of the insects, their habitat, 
location and rareness. He often quotes the entomological literature in which the insects 
have been previously described such as the works by Geoffroy, Latreille, Fabricius and 
Olivier. He likewise indicates if the insect was collected by himself or was given to him 
by other entomologists. Baudet-Lafarge•s collection was well known and France most 

�� Baudet-Lafarge
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famous coleopterologist P.F. Dejean thanks Baudet-Lafarge, as well as others, for their 
assistance in the •avertissement• of his •Catalogue de la collection de Coléoptères•.

From the manuscript it becomes clear that B.-L received many insects from abroad as 
well as from France and neighbouring countries. Many insects were sent to B.-L by 
Banon from French Guiana. Dejean in his •avertissement• thanks Mr. Banon: •Je dois 
beaucoup aussi à Banon, pharmacien de la colonie à Gayenne, qui m•a fait des envois 
considérables•. Frequently Baudet-Lafarge mentions Bosc sending him insects from 
Carolina and Bonelli sending him insects from Turin, as well as Jurine from Genova. 
The first two are also mentioned by Dejean who thanks Bonelli and Bosc. •J•ai reçu de 
M. Bonelli beaucoup d•insectes des Alpes du Piemont, et surtout des Carabiques, famille 
dont il s•est paticulièrement occupé• and •M. Bosc, qui m•a enrichi d•une très-grande 
quantité d•insectes, particulièrement de ceux recueillis par lui dans la Caroline•. 

The manuscript volumes do not have Baudet-Lafarge•s name, but comparing the text of 
his •Essai sur l•Entomologie...• of ��	�  with the manuscript shows that the same wording 
has been used in many cases. For example if we compare page 	�  no. ��  Carabus auro 
nitens the same words are being used •D•un vert doré en dessous, noir en dessous• and 
the location where the insect was found is in both cases Mont-Dore. For example p. ��  
no ��  Carabus cyaneus of the printed book and page 	��  of the first manuscript volume 
both indicate that the insect was found in Pontaumur.

The two other manuscript volumes mention dates ranging from An X (���� /���� ) to 
����  and possibly contain preparatory notes for the above mentioned �  volumes. The 
first volume of the two does not have a title, and never had as the numbering starts with 
page �.

The plates, by a variety of artists and engravers (see Nissen), are outstandingly coloured, 
and are heightened with gold, silver, and bronze to reproduce the metallic sheen of fish 
scales. Bloch (���	 -���� ) was born in Ansbach and practised as a physician in Berlin. 
He devoted himself to natural history, and wrote several works of which this is his most 
famous. He is considered the most important ichthyologist of the �� th century and his 
collection of some �
��  fishes from all over the world was the largest collection of fishes 
of his time. This precious collection, collected over a period of ��  years, has survived 
almost in its entirety, at the ••Museum für Naturkunde der Humboldt UniversitätŽ in 
Berlin. The foreign and exotic fishes, were partly purchased in Amsterdam and partly 
supplied by missionaries and travellers. Others were sent to Bloch by Sir Hamilton from 
Napels and by Hirsch from Suriname.

As usual it does not contain the second volume 
of the text of the •Histoire des Champignons de la France•. The second part of this vol-
ume was published posthumously by Ventenant in ����  and was destroyed by fire soon 
after printing and is found in only a few copies.

The present work is one of the most interesting colour-printed natural history works. 
The fine delicate plates are of a great scientific exactness, all by Bulliard who drew, 
engraved, and printed the plates himself. The colour-printing without retouching by 
hand, is in the Le Blon-Gauthier method, using a separate plate for each colour. A tech-
nique rarely employed for botanical books. •Bulliard was his own printer. He mixed 
colored inks with great delicacy and, in general, accuracy, and inked his tint plates with 
minute attention to detail. Some of his tintings seems to have relied on the additional 
effect of a rich ink tone to give greater local •solidity•. The three tint plates were over-
printed on the •key• plate with hair•s-breadth accuracy, and evidence of his method of 
obtaining such precise positioning, or register, can be seen in pin holes at upper right 
and lower left corners of the line frame. The final effect is delicate, pleasing and botani-
cally accurate, and the whole collection has a unique quietly individual flavor. The 
degree of craftmanship necessary to create these prints is only apparent when one studies 
them in close detail• (Printing in the service of Botany, 	� ).

A unique and splendid collection of watercolours and drawings of Indian fishes, some 
by the great ichthyologist Francis Day himself and others commissioned from a group 
of Indian artists, assembled as an album for his own use by Day.

The collection comprises 	�  original pen drawings, evidently the work of Francis Day, 
as well as a wonderful suite of ���  original watercolours by Indian artists. These water-
colours and drawings are accompanied by a number of engravings extracted from Day•s 
published work as well as a leaf of photographs and, at the end, a series of letters from 
other ichthyologists. On the flyleaf of the album is a superb small watercolour of an 
Indian river landscape with bridge.

Francis Day (���� -���� ), the most important ichthyologist ever to have written on 
Indian fishes, published several major works on the ichthyology of India. His first work 
was •The Fishes of Malabar• published in ���
 ; it was followed in ����  by •The Fishes 
of India•, while a further two volumes on fishes appeared in the •Fauna of British India• 
in ���� .

While two watercolours in the first section of the manuscript can be identified as the 
likely originals for plates 	  and �  in Day•s •Fishes of Malabar•, the remainder appear to 
have remained entirely unpublished.
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•In ��
�  Day joined the Madras medical service as surgeon, and began a career in the 
southern region of the Indian sub-continent. The years Day spent at Cochin on the 
Malabar Coast gave a unique opportunity for the study of its fish to which he added an 
interest in the problems of fisheries and food supply. In ����  Day returned home on 
leave with sufficient material for a paper on the •Fishes of Cochin• for the Zoological 
Society and for a larger work that came to be published under the title of •The Fishes 
of Malabar•Ž (���
 ) (Gunther, A.E. A Century of Zoology at the British Museumƒ, 
p. ��� ). Day returned to India in ����  and remained there until ���� . •Even today, 
Dr. Francis Day is considered to be the single most influential figure in the ichthyology 
of southern Asia. In ��  years of study he named 	�	  species of marine and freshwater 
fishes, based primarily on nearly �� ,���  specimens from an area that today extends from 
Afghanistan to BurmaƒŽ (Australian Museum•s website).

The subject of the first part of this remarkable album is the •Fishes of Malabar•: this part 
contains 	�  original watercolours and �
  pen drawings, on ��  leaves, mostly mounted �  
to a page.

The second part of the album has its own title-page: •Drawings of some of the Fishes 
of Trichinopoly, Madura &c made by Native Artists under the superintendence of 
Assistant Surgeon Morgan M.D. Madras Medical service in ���	 ƒŽ. The ��  watercol-
ours in this part, all mounted one to a page, are clearly the work of Indian artists, and 
some have Sanskrit inscriptions. Most illustrations are also captioned with the Latin 
scientific names. This part also contains 
  pen drawings and a page of old photographs 
as well as a number of letters to Day from contemporary scientists such as D. Horsfield, 
Emmerson Tennent, J.E. Gray, J. Couch, and P. Bleeker, as well as one from the 
London bookseller Bernard Quaritch.

The pen drawings in both sections are similar in style and can be identified as the work 
of Francis Day himself. One is inscribed •F. Day del ad nat et sculp. Madras ���� •. In 
the original publication of the •Fishes of Malabar• all ��  plates were both drawn and 
engraved by Day, who must have been a very able draftsman. In the preface to that book 
he explained that •ƒ having through the kindness of Colonel Sir Henry James, R.E. 
been shown the mode of engraving on copper pursued at the Ordnance Office, I have 
been induced to personally delineate most of the new species described in this workƒŽ. 
He also points out that very little is known about the ichthyology of the region, •..ƒso 
little has since been done in inquiring into its natural riches, that the national Collection 
in London appears to have obtained one solitary ichthyological species from the whole 
of that territory in the course of seventy yearsƒŽ. As we know, Day set out to correct 
that neglect, and this splendid collection is evidence of his working methods: it is an 
important and remarkably attractive album, in excellent condition.

A fine uniformly bound set of this beautifully illustrated French classic on European bee-
tles. The first two volumes in the ��	�  issue. The stock of the first �  volumes was destroyed 
by fire and both volumes were reprinted in ��	� . The last volume 
 , which is mostly lacking 
was written by Ch. Aubé and must have been issued in a small number. P.F. Dejean was 
called •the first great coleopterist•. Together with Boisduval, who was his private curator, 
he published the above work on European coleoptera. •The great name in coleopterology 
during the early nineteenth century was P.F.M.A. Dejean (���� -���
 ), with a career quite 
exceptional among entomologists; a general who rose to the title •pair de FranceŽ and 
served as Napoleon•s first aide-de-champ in the battle of Waterloo. Dejean was an ardent 
collector and eventually in part by purchase, brought together the largest private insect col-
lection of his time. He lost no opportunity to fetch rare specimens, which is amply evident 
from what was told about his somewhat unmilitary behaviour during raging warŽ (R.F. 
Smith a.o. History of Entomology pp. ��
 -� ). Dejean added insects to his collection from 
the fields of Waterloo. His collection numbered �� ,	��  species in ��	� .

An extraordinary copy of the most important herbal in the Dutch language bound by 
the most famous Dutch bookbinder of the �� th century for Michiel van der Grijp, a 
wealthy Amsterdam nobleman.

Albertus Magnus (���� -���� ) is considered one of the finest bookbinders of the �� th 
century. The present copy was studied at great length by specialists of the Royal Library 
at The Hague. By comparing the tools used for this copy with other Albertus Magnus 
bindings it can be ascribed to Magnus with certainty.

Albertus Magnus was one of the first binders to introduce and develop a Dutch variant 
of the style à petits fers introduced from France.

The present binding is very similar to the famous wedding bible Albertus Magnus gave 
to his wife in ����  and now in the University Library of Amsterdam (see no. �  of a 
•Catalogue of an exhibition held in Amsterdam in ����  for the International Association 
of Bibliophiles•).

Michiel van der Grijp was one of Albertus Magnus• best customers and a number of 
books with his monogram or coat of arms is known. A binding with both van der Grijp•s 
coat of arms and his monogram is shown on page ��  of •Een wereldreiziger op papier. 
De atlas van Laurens van der Hem (���� -���� )•. •Michiel van der Grijp was baptised in 
Amsterdam in ��	
 . In ����  he married Anna Haze, whose father was extremely wealthy. 
In June ����  Kaiser Leopold I bestowed a noble rank on him as Michiel Ludovicus 
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van Bergen, Lord Van der Grijp. Since Van der Grijp ordered sumptuous bindings 
from Magnus for both a printed edition and a sixteenth-century manuscript of the 
Amsterdam charters and statutes, we can conclude that he had his eyes on a career as 
an Amsterdam regent. In ����  we find him in Hoorn where he remarried. Was that the 
end of his aspirations in Amsterdam? In ����  he faced financial problems. A list of his 
creditors drawn up at that time included Albertus Magnus, whom he owed ��
  guilders 
plus ��  guilders in surchargeŽ (exhibition catalogue ���� , page 	� ).

The colouring of the •Cruydt-Boeck• is outstanding using body and water colours and 
could be by Dirck Janz van Santen, •the most famous illuminator of his timeŽ (exhibi-
tion catalogue p. �� ), who illustrated several works bound by Magnus. As Van Santen 
did not sign his work this can only be a supposition.

� . Dodonaeus graduated from the University of

 . After working in Malines as a physician he moved to Vienna to assume 
the post of personal physician to Emperor Maximilian II, later he moved to Prague 
when Rudolph II succeeded Maximilian. In �
��  Dodonaeus was appointed professor of 
botany at the University of Leiden. The •Cruydt-Boeck• has been the most important 
and popular herbal in the Dutch language.

were still unknown and first described by Dodoens. A lot of woodblocks had already 
been used in the herbals written by Clusius and Lobelius. In �

A superbly bound set of all work by Donovan on exotic insects, all in first editions, of 
which the •Insects of New Holland• is the rarest. Added to these 	  monographs is Harris• 
work on English insects. The •Insects of New Holland• is the first publication dealing 
exclusively with the insects of Australia. Donovan writes the following in his advertis-
ment: •There is perhaps, no extent of country in the world, that can boast a more 
copious or diversified assemblage of interesting objects in every department of natural 
history than New Holland and its contiguous islandŽ. Donovan made use of the superb 
collection of Joseph Banks, the collection of Mr. Bailey, the astronomer, who sailed with 
one of Captain Cook•s expeditions, the collection of entomologist Dru Drury, some 
other private collections as well as his own one.

The superb handcoloured plates capture the metallic brilliance and iridescence of the 
exotic insects. Most of the plates depict butterflies together with exotic plants. Edward 
Donovan (���� -��	� ) published various zoological and entomological works.

This part was pub-
lished posthumously in ����  by F.C. Meuschen and is frequently missing. The work is 
a descriptive catalogue of the specimens in Gronovius private museum. •It is clear that 
the work is intended to make a contribution towards an improved systematic arrange-
ment, as is suggested by the word •Zoophylacium•, which may be translated •System 
of Nature•. Many new generic names are introduced with careful diagnoses, but the 
specific diagnoses are descriptive only and the species are indicated by numbers, with 
bibliographic references to contemporary authors such as Linnaeus, Seba, Poda, etc... 
The first part of the book, dated ���	 , containing the mammals, reptiles, and fishes, is 
dedicated to Peter Collinson, an Englishman, who was a Fellow of the Royal Society of 
London, The second part, dated ���� , contains the insects, with the Crustacea included 
as •Insecta Aptera•. It fails to show the keen analysis of characters which is so evident in 
the first part, and I should guess that Gronov was much less interested in insects than he 
was with mammals and fishes. Nevertheless he had a notable collection, and he needed

  pages for the Lepidoptera •(L.G.

The most beautifully illustrated Chinese book of the Ming Dynasty (�	�� -���� ). Eight 
unrelated volumes have been published by different authors and artists within a period 
of a few years (���� -���� ). The order of the publication of the volumes is subject to 
controversy. Each volume has a different title. The eight works are known as •Hasshu 
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��� Hahn
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Gafu•, but this collective title does not 
appear anywhere in the volumes.

The single Chinese edition was pub-
lished in the early ���� •s. The books were 
imported into Japan and issued, first in 
���� . Our copy is the second Japanese 
edition of ���� . The book is a great rarity. 
The Chinese edition, absent in all Western 
collections is unobtainable. Three com-
plete copies of the first Japanese edition 
have been located. The second Japanese 
edition has been described by Mitchell, 
New York City Public Library, p. ���  
and Kraft, Berlin Public Library, no. ��� . 
Several libraries preserve one, two, three 
or four volumes out of eight. The Paris, 
Bibliothèque Nationale has 	  volumes of 
the second Japanese edition.

One of the finest German works on medical plants. Gottlob Friedrich Hayne (���	 -��	� ) 
was a German botanist and pharmacist as well as professor of pharmaceutical botany in 
Berlin and a contemporary of C.L. Willdenow. Hayne published several botanical works 
of which some together with Friedrich Guimpel. The present work of which the plates 
according to Stafleu are •beautifully coloured... showing only one species (mostly phan-
erogams; some cryptogams)• is Hayne•s major work.

This is the third edition of the •Herbarius 
Latinus• printed in Venice, and the fourth 

printed in Italy. With two exceptions, these are the blocks cut for the ����  Vicenza 
edition, which were transferred to Venice and used by Simone Bevilacqua for his ����  
edition; two of the blocks are copies of the originals, with one reversed. The blocks 
were used again for the �
��  Giunta edition, which the above is a page-for-page reprint 
of. The preface attributes the work to Arnoldus de Villanova, as does the �
��  edition, 
which was copying an error in the text of the ���� .

Despite the fact that the •Herbarius• originated in Germany, it •sold as well in Italy, as 
it did in Germany, if not better. There its second section may have contributed to its 
success, for it was concerned with materials of medicine that were commonly available 
in the shops of apothecaries and spice merchants... The second section has ��  chapters, 
though many of them are very brief. They deal with the following: laxatives; aromat-
ics, fruits, seed, and plants of garden and orchard; gums and resins; salts; minerals and 
stones; and a variety of animals and their products, such as goose-grease, cheese, honey, 
and ivory••(Anderson, An illustrated history of the herbals p. �� ). The Italian woodcuts 
are based on the German•Herbarius• cuts •but all are newly designed, being finer in 
execution and the lines more delicate, and for the greater part quite different• (Klebs). 
Nissen considered them more delicate and Arber •more ambitious... and, on the whole...

•Paul Hermann was director of the Leiden Botanical garden from ���� -���

finally brought them to the attention of Linné in ���

•Prüss was the man who really profited by the edition of the Latin Hortus (Meydenbach

The text cuts are copied 
from those of Meydenbach, but sometimes several of them are used twice, if similar fig-
ures were involved. The most interesting of the new cuts are some of the genre pictures 
(especially those to the parts on zoology and mineralogy), for the draughtsman worked 
on these more individually with regard to the costumes, which represent those in use in 
Alsace at that time. The woodcut of the human skeleton appears here for the first time in 
an edition of the Herbals, and was added to nearly all the following Latin, French, and 
also to some German editions of the Hortus up to about �
�� . This skeleton picture... 
represents, from a graphic viewpoint, the best that was published of this kind before 
Vesalius.
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Generally speaking, this edition of Prüss, and not the original edition of Meydenbach, 
seems to have been the model for all the later Latin editions of the Hortus and its trans-
lations into French and German• (Klebs, Early herbals).

Schmetterlinge• published from ���� -��  and his •Zuträge zur Sammlung exotischer 
Schmetterlinge• published from ���� -	� , of which the last part was published by Geyer. 
Both these two original works are extremely rare and we have not offered copies since 
many decades. The new edition of these work on exotic butterflies books by Wystman 
and Kirby is superbly produced. The plates are lithographed on thick, wove paper and 
exquisitely handcoloured. Also this edition is a great rarity and the number of copies 
produced minute. Very little is known about Huebner•s life. The rarity of his works is 
due to the great upheavel caused by the French Revolution and the Napoleonic Wars 
and the long period of publication. Huebner was a man of modest means, more or less 
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tied to his native town Augsburg. He was a designer in one of the leading cotton facto-
ries of the town. His true love and inclination were Lepidoptera. He published a number 
of beautifully illustrated iconographies on the subject which he published for his own 
account and he drew and engraved all the illustrations himself. •Nehmen wir als Beispiel 
die berühmten drei Schmetterlings-Iconographien des Augsburger Insecten-Malers 
und Muster-Zeichners in einer Kattun-Fabrik J. Hübner (���� -���� ), welche als die 
schönsten Abbildungswerke der Entomologie gelten.

���	 , he studied natural history at Metz. He was sent by the Dutch East India Company 
to the Cape Province of South Africa in ���� , and collected specimens there until ���� . 
He sent over � ,���  bird skins to Jacob Temminck, who had financed the expedition, 
and these were later studied by his son Conrad Jacob Temminck and are included in the 
collection of the museum at Leiden.

Levaillant was opposed to the system of nomenclature introduced by Linnaeus and 
only gave the species he discovered French names. Some of these are still in use as com-
mon names. Other naturalists were left to assign binomial names to his new discoveries 
and some of these honoured Levaillant, including Levaillant•s Cuckoo and Levaillant•s 
Woodpecker. Levaillant died in poverty in La Noue, near Sezanne.

The first work describes the 
famous natural history cabinet of the Swedish Queen, Louisa Ulrica, and is important 
as it establishes binomial nomenclature for insects and shells. •In the cabinet of his 
queen, Louisa Ulrica, shells were the principal ornament; and in ��
�  she commis-
sioned Linnaeus to describe them. Linnaeus had completed his manuscript by ��
�  but 
the descriptive catalogue, often referred to as the •Museum Ulricae• was not published 
until ����  by which time the twelfth edition of the •Systema Naturae• was in prepara-
tion. Consequently, the Queen•s collection, upon which Linnaeus relied heavily for the 
descriptions of many molluscs, helps us to understand some of the species described 
in the tenth and twelfth editions of the •Systema•. Most of the �	�  species described in 
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the •Museam Ulricae• are large, exotic forms and many can still be seen in the Zoology 
Institute of the University of UppsalaŽ (Dance p. 	
 ). The Queens magnificent collec-
tion of insects and shells mainly from India was unrivalled anywhere in the world and 
was kept at Drottningholm. 

The second much smaller work describes the zoological collection of the King.

In these mineral studies he describes many fossils and expounds his views on 
the age of the world, being careful not to upset the ecclesiastical orthodoxy of his timeŽ 
(Hoover Collection

Early proof plates of Lister•s famous work on shells and described by Wilkens as •the true 
First Edition•. •At intervals he would gather together sets of prints and give copies to his 
friends as an earnest of his progress, thus creating a confusing series of volumes, in which 
no two copies seemed to be alike• (Keynes p. �� ). The title is different from the first col-
lected edition which reads as follows: •Historiae sive synopsis methodicae conchyliorum•. 
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Our copy agrees with Keynes �
 : •Lister 
seems to have distributed more copies of 
this form of the proofs.... Wing records 
nine with this title-page, not including the 
one in the Cambridge University LibraryŽ. 
Keynes lists his own copy with ���  leaves. 
Our copy has almost as many leaves as the 
copy in the Cambridge University Library 
which seems to have ���  leaves and like 
our copy has the Appendix to Lib. IV. 
•In fact it seems that Lister distributed 
more than ten sets of prints under the title 
•Historiae Conchyliorum•Ž (Keynes p. �� ). 

The impressions of the engravings are sharp and clear as to be expected with an early 
state of the plates. 

The first collected edition has ���  leaves with ����  engravings and is likewise dated 
���
 -���� , but was not published before ���� . These engravings are numbered and 
with explanatory engraved text, most engravings are within decorative borders. Lister•s 
work was the first major shell iconography, the second conchology per se (preceded by 
Buonanni•s Recreationi of ���� ), and the first attempt at a systematic classification of 
mollusca. Lister published no accompanying text, but instead had brief descriptions 
engraved on each plate (mostly not or only partly present in the here offered early 
issue).

The plates were engraved by William Lodge and Anna and Susanna Lister after draw-
ings by the two latter, Lister•s wife and daughter respectively. •The species illustrated are 
recognisable more often than not and none is reversed - a remarkable achievement in 
itself considering that the gastropod shells had to be engraved in mirror image to ensure 
correct reproduction• (Dance p. �� ). There are also several plates of fossils, particularly 
ammonites.

Lister presented the plates and his shell collection to the Ashmolean Museum, and in 
����  it was decided to publish them in an edition of �
�  (	��  were in fact printed), 
accompanied by notes by Lister that the editor, William Huddesford, had discovered on 
a set of proof plates, and indices, one based on Lister•s nomenclature, the other on the 
Linnaean system.

The •Plantarum seu Stirpium Historia• is the first edition of the companion volume to 
Pena and Lobel. •One of the milestones of modern botany• (DSB). The first edition 
of Pena & Lobel•s work appeared in London �
�� -��  and Plantin bought sets of these 
sheets, gave them a new title page, added 	�  leaves of new material at the end and pub-
lished the whole as •Nova Stirpium Adversaria• in Antwerp in �
�� . These two volumes 
contain Lobel•s effort towards developing a system of plant classification, which was far 
in advance of other systems then in use. Plants in herbals had until then been arranged 
either alphabetically or by the symptoms they were appropriate to or other medical 
characteristics. Lobel sought to classify plants according to botanical criteria only; the 
system he alighted on was one based on leaf form. This resulted in a formative distinc-
tion of monocotyledons and dicotyledons, and some other approximations of natural 
taxa. Athough his system was not satifactory, and did exert some inhibiting influence 
on the development of botany, it nontheless pointed the way to the future, and was 
instrumental in the emerge of botany as a discipline in its own right, distinct from its 
medical precedents.

The Pena & Lobel work amply describes the British flora as they botanized throughout 
England describing a number of English plants not noted by Turner. Lobel was the 
favorite student of Rondelet, professor at the University of Montpellier, who bequeated 
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Lobel at his death all his botanical manuscripts. Bound before the •Nova Stirpium 
Adversaria• is the engraved title of the London �
�� -��  edition together with ��  pages of 
index and a page of privilege as well as the final leaf with date �
�� . As these pages do not 
belong to the present edition we have not included them in the page count.

The Chelsea garden was for many dec-
ades the great centre of plant introduction and distribution in the British Isles, especially 
during Miller•s long reign (���� -���� ).

The beautiful plates of this splendid and monumental work were all engraved after 
drawings by Ehret, Lancake, John Miller, a.o. •In the execution of the work no expense 
has been spared to render it as perfect as possible. The drawings were taken from liv-
ing plants, the engravings were most of them done under the author•s inspection and 
the plates have been carefully coloured from the original drawingsŽ (from the preface). 
According to W.T. Stearn Miller•s •Gardeners Dictionary• is the most important horti-

This beautifully produced work is one of the rarest zoological publications. Müller 
complains that no more than �
  copies had been sold in Denmark, not a single copy in 
Norway, two copies in Italy, �  copies in England and �  in France. •For the rest of his life 
he was able to live a financially carefree existence, having in May ���	  married the widow 
of a rich Norwegian merchant, Anna Carlsen, née Paludan. Through his marriage 
Müller formed close ties with Norway, his •new fatherland• as he occasionally called 
that country. During the remainder of his life he often spent the summer on his estate 
at Drobak, on Oslo Fiord, and he traveled a good deal about Norway, inland and along 
the coasts, studying and collecting material for his scientific workŽ (Anker). Müller was 
one of the first to use a dredge to collect specimens on a scale never used before. •Müller 
must therefore be regarded as one of the real pioneers in marine biologyƒŽ(Anker). 
Müller died after the first two volumes had been published, the third volume was by 
P.C. Abildgaard and the concluding volume by P.C. Abildgaard, J.S. Holten, M. Vahl 
and J.Rathke. Most of the plates are by O.F. Müller•s brother C.F. Müller. 
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•In the first part of •Zoologia Danica•, almost all the described animals were from 
Norway. Except for one fish, all were invertebrates and included protozoans, sponges, 
coelenterates, flatworms, nematodes, annelids, mollusks, and echinoderms. This pattern 
was followed fairly closely in all other partsŽ (Damkaer).

Of the ���  plates, ��  show shells, ��  fishes, �  birds and � mammals, the others show 
marine invertebrates.

As far as we can trace we have never offered a complete fully coloured copy. In ����  
we sold a copy from the library of the Belgian zoologist J. Van Beneden. However, the 
plates of the last part of this copy were not coloured.

Our copy has the stamp of Léon Vaillant on �  title pages. Léon Vaillant (��	� -���� ) was 
a French zoologist and professor at the Museum of natural History in Paris. A very clean 
and fine copy, with splendid colouring of the plates.
